WHEREAS, a portion of the roadway of Washington Road (Mercer County Route 571) in the
area of the culvert near 92 Washington Road experienced a collapse in August of
2020, which was unforeseen, necessitating emergency repairs; and

WHEREAS, it was determined that the cause of the damage to the roadway was a municipal
sanitary sewer line below the roadway; and

WHEREAS, in the course of completing additional repairs to that sanitary sewer line there was
a further pipe collapse; and
