
Grant W. “Moon” Hedricks served as a sergeant with the Army’s 817th 
Tank Destroyer Division during World War II.  Grant, along with 3 of 
his brothers who also served in Europe during the war, was born in 
Lancaster, PA.  As part of a family tradition that now spans over 150 
years, Grant was named after a Union general in the Civil War.  He 
was a member of the American Legion Post 34 in Columbia, PA.
