Star given by Margaret Schleissner, mother of Emily Rose Pelz, in
memory of her great, great, great grandfather, Thomas Clear Brady.
Born January 11, 1847 in Knoxville, Ohio, Thomas Clear Brady served
three years during the American Civil War with the 98t Ohio Volunteer
Infantry, an infantry regiment with the Union Army. Joining before age
15, he was too young to carry a gun. He marched as a drummer boy to
many battles including Sherman’s march from Atlanta to the sea. He was
mustered out with his regiment on June 1, 1865. He became a beloved
resident of Mt. Lebanon, Pennsylvania. As the last civil war veteran
there, he was honored at the school each Memorial Day, giving a
demonstration of various drumming styles. He reminisced about bullet
holes in his clothing and being hit once between the eyes by a spent
bullet. Thomas C. Brady passed away March 19, 1928 in Mt. Lebanon,
PA.
